EARLY COLLEGE PROGRAMS AT CLACKAMAS COMMUNITY COLLEGE
A BRIEF OUTLINE

EARLY COLLEGE PROGRAMS include those programs that focus on high school students completing their diplomas through college classes. These classes are DUAL CREDIT—students will receive high school and college credit for these courses. The goal is for students to have a significant number of college credits (or a college certificate or degree) by the time they receive their diploma.

CCC has two major early college programs:

GATEWAY TO COLLEGE
-Originally funded through a Gates Foundation grant

-The program targets high school dropouts

-Students receive the CCC Adult High School Diploma

-The program covers tuition and textbooks—students pay their own fees

-Students bring referrals to the college from their home high schools

-Students take all classes on the CCC campus

-Students are supported through the process by CCC Resource Specialists

CLACKAMAS MIDDLE COLLEGE
-CMC is a charter high school sponsored by North Clackamas School District

-Originally funded through a Gates Foundation grant

-CCC partners with the high school to support students on the college campus

-Students begin at the high school campus and are brought up to CCC in cohort groups

-Students receive their diploma from North Clackamas School District

-CMC and CCC contract for college services provided

-CMC is open to students from any district—students do not need a referral

-CMC covers the equivalent of 12 credit hours a term (both tuition and fees) and books
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
