	Approval of Minutes

	· Minutes from 3/21/08 approved as written.

	Designated Smoking Areas

Presenter: Leach
	· 2nd reading of the recommendation to change to designated smoking areas rather than designated non-smoking areas.

· The recommendation is to enforce designated smoking areas with the following progressively stronger enforcement techniques: 1st offense is a Warning, 2nd offense is a $15 citation, 3rd offense is a $30 citation. There will be an appeals committee so the student can appeal the fine. The money would be put on the students account and is handled just like any other fine. The revenue from the fines would go to Student Government.
· The idea of the cabanas came from what the other community colleges are doing to designate smoking areas.

· There was a motion to approve a shift in the campus from supporting designated non-smoking areas to designated smoking areas. There was a 2nd and an approval.

	Board Policy 303

	· To comply with the last accreditation visit, there is a proposal to add the following wording to the existing board policy #303 “All transfer degrees will have general education student learning outcomes.”
· There was a motion, 2nd & approval for the addition of new verbiage.

	Academic Standing ISP

	· During the self discovery process for accreditation visit, it was noted that the Academic Standing ISP needed to be reviewed. The College made a commitment to the accreditation team to review that ISP.
· The revised ISP document doesn’t change the intent of the previous version. The differences are surrounding the words used to explain the ISP. 
· The policy has been on campus, but hasn’t been used. There have been several meetings to discuss how to re-implement this process.
· A change was suggested to add some information to the rosters for the instructors to know which students may need some extra help. Also, there needs to be additional information for making sure that a student can go to the faculty advisor and they can go directly to the advising department. There also needs to be some clearer information regarding the higher standards that is required for the special programs (i.e. nursing, allied health, etc.)

· Diane requested that even though this is the 1st reading, she’s working against a deadline for the catalog to go to print, could the committee please approve this even though it hasn’t gone through the 2nd reading. There was some hesitation to not follow standard College Council procedure which is to have a 2nd reading before approval for people to have time to think about suggestions.
· Diane Drebin & Tara Sprehe will go back to the catalog sub committee to see if there is a way to move back the catalog deadlines. If the catalog deadlines can’t be adjusted, approval will be asked for through email.
