	Kathy Hughes represented the NCCU at our second accreditation visit on April 29, 2008 (Audio link can be found on the FYI). Joanne thanked all for their involvement in the Accreditation process and informed us that Kathy Hughes spoke highly of the college staff and faculty, saying “our Board of Ed is top of the line and the staff/faculty at CCC are energetic and very capable.” 

 Visit  outcome:

· 1. Student Learning Outcomes: More work to be done on this recommendation; identify, publish and assess for transfer degrees.

· 2.  Linking planning to performance:  Met/exceeded recommendation

· 3.  Financial Policies:  Met recommendation

Next Steps:

· The NCCU will send an updated recommendation letter to the President.

· Joanne Truesdell will then meet with the commission to discuss the updated recommendation.
· Bring recommendation forward to CCC.

	VP Position re-opened

	· After careful consideration and considering the feedback from the campus forums, the search committee has decided to reopen the Vice President of Instructional Services position to seek new applicants.
· In the initial recruitment, the college received many good responses, but none of them met the needs of CCC.
· Joanne has personally committed to call 2300 perspective candidates. 

· At this time, “Fill date” has not been projected. The search committee will reconvene May 7 and meet every 2 weeks, if necessary. If the position has not been filled, by summer term, they will reconvene the search in fall term. The position will be reopened and applications will be accepted starting Monday, May 5.

· It was recommended that the names, of the candidates, be published before the forums take place.  This will allow time for people to do some background work.
