Underage Enrollment:  Students Under 18
PURPOSE:

Allows students under 18 that have demonstrated a need and the 



ability to benefit from the education provided to enroll in CCC courses.

REGULATION:
Students who are under 18 years that have not yet graduated 




from high school or received a GED are eligible for enrollment under 




ORS 339.030 
(excused from compulsory attendance or on referral.)
CONDITIONS:

1. Students under 16 will be required to meet additional enrollment conditions and submit an Underage Enrollment Consent form to the Registrar’s Office prior to enrolling in courses each term.  Enrollment conditions include:

a. Approval from legal guardian or parent

b. Approval from CCC Counselor

c. Instructor consent

d. Possible quarterly meetings with a designated advisor to verify that enrollment conditions have been met.

2. Students under 18 who are on referral from their home high school and participating in an early college program will be required to complete additional intake processes depending on the designated program.
3. Participation of under 18 students in athletic activities will be subject to NWAACC/NJCAA rules and regulations.
4. Participation in college sponsored clubs by under 18 students is subject to approval by the Department Chair of Student Activities and/or Dean of Student Services.
5. Students under 18 that have not yet obtained a GED or high school diploma are not eligible for federal financial aid.
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
