· Developed and enacted smoking restrictions on all three campuses, approved construction of covered smoking areas   
· Soccer field expansion and lighting.

· Direct involvement in renovation and improvement plans for a variety of projects across campuses.

	Decisions/Outcomes/Recommendations Made in Past Year: 
· Implemented new smoking ban on all CCC campuses.  New admin reg allows for smoking in designated areas only.  Identified designated locations, added signage, and approved design and construction of smoking cabanas.    
· Soccer field expansion and lighting: Explored and discussed grant opportunity to develop a new soccer field with lighting. 

· Home Orchard Society requested permission to site a modular structure on our campus near the orchard to house a classroom and library. The modular was to be funded by a grant that subsequently did not materialize.

· Approved the landing of helicopters following discussions regarding safety of students and staff, impact on other scheduled activities, and insurance requirements.   
· Reviewed and approved additional lettering on Dye Learning Center and Gregory Forum to make them easier to identify.  

· Discussion and approval of Campus Services move into Lewelling.  Converting a portion of the warehouse facility into office space to accommodate the consolidation of Campus Service Division operations.  Move scheduled for Dec 2008.  
· CUDC approved the removal of three parking stalls for disabled from Barlow Loop parking area.  Issues considered included: a new dedicated parking lot for disabled exists at Randall Hall; Barlow loop is a high traffic area accessed frequently by service vehicles and the resultant safety concerns for disabled who use those parking areas. Committee has proposed removing one space per quarter to assess the impact.  Further discussion scheduled for upcoming meeting. 

· CUDC developed new administrative regulation language related to pets on campus.

· Approved Arts Committee recommendation to site a sculpture at the entry drive to Clairmont.



	Current and Future Issues:
Focus for the 2008-2009 year includes:
· Alternative energy demonstration projects: CUDC is reviewing proposed wind turbine lighting for the quad, solar hot water conversion for Training Center A, and a hydrogen-powered fleet vehicle.
