· Course Outline and Syllabus Information – Changes made from the last meeting were related to the course mapping documents.  
· Major revisions include condition #3, now states that all course outlines will be mapped to General Education Outcomes starting in the 2009-2010 academic year.  Discussion continued to include an addition of “as applicable” to condition #3.  Some courses in areas such as High School Completion or Technical Career Education are not counted towards the transfer degree or are not transferrable.  A definition of “as applicable” may need to be included.  Approved with changes.
· Assessing Achievement of General Education Outcomes – the ISP committee will be reviewing this further and will bring it to College Council at a later time for  approval.
· General Education Course Assessment – A screen shot of the application that will be placed online was presented.  

· This is not the actual assessment document but it will provide the data  from faculty for the assessment.

· This particular ISP is only covering one part of what its title states.  What this ISP is doing is saying that at least annually departments will look at the general education outcomes.  It does not speak specifically to faculty, but rather to the overall division or department.  More guidance for faculty may be needed.
· Faculty Emeritus – At the last meeting it was discussed about approval being at the Dean or Vice President level.  At the time of the original document, it was Associate Dean.  The document was last updated in 2003.  Approved.
