	Web Site Survey

	· Last February through March, a survey about the CCC web site was conducted with new students, faculty and staff.  The main focus was on navigation, information and layout of the site.  Results from this survey will also be presented and discussed at other meetings campus wide.
· Students are saying that they cannot find the information they need with the current set-up, especially with departments since they are all organized differently.  Other colleges have more standardization for their dept sites.  Many of ours are either out of date and have incomplete information.  The current HR and Business Office sites are examples of standard templates.  Departments would like to keep a unique look for their sites, but questions still remain as to who should be maintaining these sites to keep them up-to-date.  ITS, while they can design and guide, are not the experts in the department information.  



	SB 338 Stimulus Projects Update

	· On Wednesday, April 29, state legislators, including House Speaker Dave Hunt and Senator Schrader, visited CCC to see our “Go Oregon” projects in progress.  29 projects are currently planned, all with matching funds from CCC.  Projects had a required start date  May 1and all are underway with 5 projects completed so far.  We are ahead of the curve compared to many of the other community colleges.  
· The visible paint and carpet projects currently in process are only a small piece of the pie.  Larger projects and their impact include:  
· 3 significant mechanical and controls projects to improve energy efficiency 

· Domestic hot water in Pauling, Randall and McLoughlin are being converted to solar power as the primary energy source.

· Sustaining 125 jobs and creating 15 new jobs in the community.  140 people are no longer on the unemployment rolls or looking at unemployment as an option.  Many contractors bid lower on these projects so that they could keep their workers employed.  


	Network Wiring Schedule

	· ITS is currently working on a complete upgrade to the wiring, network and phone systems as a part of the “Go Oregon” stimulus projects.  While most of CCC’s buildings have updated wiring, there are still some that have wiring form the early to mid 1980s that will not support the new phone system.  

· Some of this work will be disruptive, but IT is trying to keep that to a minimum by scheduling work between 3 pm and 11 pm.  All systems will be up during work times and any scheduled down times will be on weekends or after hours.  Work is currently scheduled building-by-building and will be updated with room counts as the dates are confirmed.
