	· The math department at Clackamas Community College believes that our current placement-testing instrument (COMPASS) does not provide students with the best opportunity to succeed. After much discussion and evaluation, we would like to implement a new placement-testing instrument.  The math department believes that this new instrument (ALeKS) will better enable students to succeed in their CCC math classes by providing them with more precise placement advice. The math department is looking to pilot an experiment with this new instrument beginning in June of 2009.  No institutional data tracking placement and success of math students at CCC is available at this time.
