	Moodle Pilot Project Status and Recommendations
Presenter: Steve Beining
	· The Distance Learning LMS Sub-Committee piloted the Moodle system through Winter and Spring terms with the goal to determine if Moodle could meet the minimum requirements needed by CCC.  The criteria grid that determines the decision to move from BlackBoard to Moodle includes the similarity between the tools within the products, ease of use, and satisfaction with the tools.  Data so far shows that Moodle was easier to use for students who compared both BlackBoard and Moodle.  Any future conversion would not require any software implementation at the college as these services are hosted at a 3rd party site.  If departments have concerns, please talk to Steve Beining about being part of the upcoming expanded pilot.

	GroupWise to Outlook Migration Update

	· The full migration must be completed by June 30, 2009.  Thanks go to the campus community for their patience wit hthe process since it has really caused a lot of disruption.  This will save the college over $60,000 a year.  A lot of behind the scenes work by IT staff to convert files and big thanks go to them as well.  
· During the period of June 15-19 all labs and final personnel migrations will take place.  Information went out to staff who have not yet converted with instructions on how to log in after June 19.  Novell will be disabled, and still will have an icon, but it will not be operational.  

· During Fall term, the MyClackamas Portal will be set up as the default on start-up.  Classes will be provided during In-service on how to customize and personalize the MyClackamas Portal

	Go Oregon – New Telephone Wiring Project

	· IT is in the process of rewiring a substantial part of the campus for the communications upgrade.  Three  quarters of the work is done.  Clairmont, Training Centers, Barlow and Dye have been re wired.  Pauling will be completed this week.  In July, Streeter, McLoughline and the Family Resource Center will be completed.  Phase II begins on the closed Fridays.  IT will work with departments to make sure there is minimal impact.  Information for this will also be posted o nthe Go Oregon site as well.  Phase III will be distribution and set-up of new phones.  The plan for this is still in process as it will be a significant change to the campus.  

	Food Service Updates

	· Chartwells will be leaving campus by June 30, 2009.  The Food Service Committee has been working on finding a replacement from them and felt we needed to take a different approach than in the past.  Instead of a large RFP that attracts the larger, national companies, we are taking a more informal approach and hope to find a local vendor.  We don’t really fit the criteria for a national vendor with our small size and need for more flexibility.  Outreach is being handled by Mindy Brown, Tina Birch and David Holcomb.  As a result of this process, we had 8 vendors respond versus only 1 response in the past.  The Food Service Committee have narrowed it down to 3 finalists.  Final interviews for the 3 are being scheduled and hopefully a tentative decision will be available next week.  Catering will not be locked in, so departments can go elsewhere if needed and standards will be implemented for outside vendor responsibilities.
