	· The minutes from October 2, 2009 were approved.

	Blackboard Connect
Presenter: Joe Austin
	· CCC had the opportunity to partner with OSU and other colleges in Oregon to use the Blackboard Connect emergency notification system.  A test of the system was conducted at the Presidents’ Council meeting on October 13, 2009.  Cell, home phone and work email messages are sent to all participants within 15 seconds of initiating the message.  After all messaging is completed a report is available online within the Blackboard Connect system that shows the number of contacts reached and by what methods.  
· A message has been sent out via email and the MyClackamas Portal reminding staff to update their contact information.  This information is updated nightly from our system to Blackboard Connect.  

· A campus-wide college test is scheduled for Wednesday, October 21 at 12:00 pm.  This will be the first all-staff test.  No response is necessary after receiving the message.

· More discussion is required for the future use of this system with our student population.  This would more than likely be an “opt in” option for students.

	Go Oregon Project 392

Replacing Aging Communications System

	· Joe Austin presented the background, related costs, reasons for upgrades, and key features of the new integrated phone system.  

· Exempt staff have been upgraded to this phone system and that process will serve as a tool to recommend how further training and implementation will occur.  
· The old system will exist through January 2010.  Until that time, all old extensions will be routed to the new phone system.  After the old system is disconnected, the main college number will still remain as is (657-6958) but the old extensions will disappear.  The new system is a direct dial system.  Like the old system, only the new four digit extension will be needed to call within the college.

	· This ISP supports the general education outcomes and their assessment.  The timeline for approval of this item stretches back to last year, but it has been in progress for the last two years.  The latest changes were made from suggestions by College Council for cosmetic and grammar changes requested last June.  ISP committee finalized these changes this week and now it is to College Council for final approval.

ONG has picked CCC to host the pilot reintegration project in September 2010 which brings over 1500 guard members, their families and veterans from the tri-county area to CCC.
· CCC now has a grant to help streamline the process for translating military training and experience into college credit.  The American Council on Education (ACE) will be on campus October 29 in the Gregory Forum for a workshop on how to evaluate military transcripts for college credit.
