SUBJECT:

Faculty Emeritus Status
PURPOSE:

To honor the faculty by conferring the title of Faculty Emeritus for 



retired faculty.

REGULATION:

1. Faculty must retire as a Career Faculty.  (Note:  Definition of Career Faculty can be found in the Full-Time Faculty Agreement.)
2. Use of the title must reflect the Purpose, Mission, Philosophy, and Code of Ethics of Clackamas Community College.

CONDITIONS:

1. Faculty Emeritus is automatically conferred by the Dean.

2. A Certificate of Faculty Emeritus is created by the appropriate Division Office and given to the faculty member.  

3. The Dean informs the Vice President of Instructional Services of faculty honored, who keeps a list of certificates conferred.

4. The title will include lifetime Clackamas Community College Library privileges, portal privileges if desired, and the right to use the Clackamas Community College logo on business cards (at the faculty member’s expense).
