	Sustainability Committee UPdate

	· Marty Mitchell provided a summary of CCC’s sustainability efforts over the long term:
· Maintenance of native ecosystems; community gardens; horticulture demo sites and programs; building use of natural elements for shading and use of natural light; passive storm water systems; courses in Arts and Humanities – Pathways to Sustainability; manufacturing courses assisting in the development of wave energy technology; student innovation; ASG events – Take Back the Tap; waste audit; bottle refill stations; recycling program upgrades; water usage and conservation; auto flush toilets; reuse of various campus materials; chiller cooling tower/fountain; hazardous waste program; low VOC/no VOC paints used in automotive; permeable pavements; air quality; online learning materials; lighting upgrades; solar hot water; air handling systems and climate control

· The College is currently engaged in developing a climate action plan/road map for future improvements.  Campus Services will be conducting an energy audit with an engineering team and looking at the solar, wind and geothermal resources available at the campus.  Tim Mayer, AmeriCorps volunteer, is developing a gas emissions survey to be used as a baseline for future improvements.

· Keoni McHone from Health/PE/Athletics asked if there is any kind of document with procedures in regards to recycling and other things that can be done to be more sustainable.  Bill Leach says that as we move along, there will be more activity and communication involved.

· Portland State University is hosting a recycling upgrade workshop on December 4th.  Anyone interested in attending should contact Marty Mitchell.
