	Library Fine Changes

	· Currently, students are fined for lost books based on the price of the book when it was purchased by the library.  The new system will charge the student the current market value for the lost book.  Students will also be given the option to purchase a replacement book.  In most cases these replacement books will be new, but the option to purchase a used book is still open with specifications on the quality of the used book.  Loss rate at the library is anywhere from 80 to 150 books annually.
