We offer degree partnerships (dual enrollments) at three Oregon universities: Oregon Institute of Technology, Oregon State, and Portland State.
· Benefits of degree partnerships include: Lower tuition costs, one application and one application fee, easier transition from community college to university, coordinated financial aid for qualified students, four-year school advisors available at both campuses, flexible scheduling with more course options, access to student services, college facilities and campus activities at both institutions.
