	· Tim Maher presented the greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions inventory for the college.  However, in order to complete the inventory he still needs to gather data on Commuting Habits (annual miles traveled by faculty/staff/students) and before he is able to release the survey to the College Community, he needs to get the OK from ASG, College Council, and President's Council.    

· He discovered that the Oregon Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) requires CCC to conduct a survey of all CCC employees and their commuting habits, and thought that this would be a very streamlined and efficient way to approach the needs of the GHG inventory.
· He has been working with Dean Walch and George Sims to take the already existing DEQ Commuter Survey and tailor it to better fit the needs of both George's DEQ data and the GHG data as well.  
· The two main changes that were made from the original DEQ version: 

           1. The DEQ survey is only given to employees, and we would like this new survey to be
            released to students as well (in order to gather data on ALL CCC commuters).
            2. The DEQ survey did not include # of miles traveled, and the new survey is able to
            calculate the distance traveled on each day.
· Bill Briare will take it to PC for their blessing.
· The council recommended that Tim continues to work with George Sims and to ask ASG to help advertise it campus wide.
