SUBJECT:

Course Substitution – Students with a Disability
PURPOSE:

Provides a process for students with a disability to meet degree 




requirements or request a course substitution.

CONDITIONS:

1. The student must have a documented disability.

2. In order to arrange the accommodation, the request must be made in a timely manner.

PROCEDURE:

1. A Counseling department representative will assess and document the extent of the disability.

2. If the student and the counselor cannot arrange accommodation to the satisfaction of the student, a meeting will be arranged with the department chair or department representative to attempt to find methods of accommodation.

3. If the student, after making a good faith effort to meet the course requirements, cannot pass the class, he/she may meet with the department chair and/or the Dean of the division to present a request for waiver or substitution.
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
