	· Shelly Parini introduced the Clackamas Web site redesign project-“GO (get online) Clackamas” managed by Kim Carey with Dean Walsh and recognized the efforts of the redesign team’s content development work over summer term.  Parini also introduced the “Web Shepherd” concept of many individuals monitoring and updating content specific to their areas. This group will be meeting monthly for training on style guidelines and uniform development. Shelly also expressed that there have been Datatel related glitches hampering the launch of the new site currently projected for spring term. 
· Steve Beining presented a video production highlighting the history& progression of the CCC web site.
· The team revealed that the project goals are to maintain enrollment and present a more “student oriented” style and to enhance the MyClackamas portal and Moodle sites.  The team also conveyed a new approach to web design, recognizing its dynamic nature, requiring continuous content updates and communications.
